WHAT IS WIND ENERGY?
•		 Wind offers a renewable energy source because it will  
	 never run out no matter how much we draw from it. The  
	 wind has been used for centuries to generate energy. Early  
	 examples include windmills used to grind grain and ships  
	 with sails that enabled trade and exploration across seas. 

•		 Wind turbines, which can be on land or offshore, harness  
	 the power of the wind and turn it into electricity. Wind  
	 turbines have three essential parts; a rotor, blades, and a  
	 generator. Blowing wind causes the blades to spin, which in  
	 turn rotates the generator. The more powerful the gust of  
	 wind, the more energy the turbine will generate.2
